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GENERAL

· The speed limit on Middle Island is 20 mph.  Please watch for the children and pets!

· Never leave children unattended—especially along the street or near the water’s edge!

SWIMMING & BOATING

· It is strongly encouraged for all children to wear a personal flotation device (life preserver) while in or around the water and while riding on boats.  Please bring appropriate-fitting life vests for your children.

· No one shall swim or float more than 25 feet from shore.

· Boats shall be operated no faster than idling speed one half hour past sundown to 9:00 a.m. and shall make no wake or excessive noise.

· Boat drivers must be at least 14 years of age to operate any powerboat.

· Any person between 14 and 18 years of age shall not operate a personal watercraft unless he or she has completed a Boating Safety Course and is in possession of a valid Boating Safety Certificate.

· While boating, all powerboats should stay to the right and must travel in a counter clockwise direction (i.e., turn to the left).  Travel under the bridge is one-way at no wake speed.  The back channel is also one-way travel.

· When passing another boat, pass to the deep-water side (to the left).

· Powerboats and skiers shall travel at least 50 feet from shore.

· Any boat when pulling a person on skis, surfboards or similar devices and not equipped with a wide-angle rear view mirror, must have a responsible person, 12 years or older, as an observer in the boat with the operator.  When a skier goes down, an orange flag must be displayed.

· No child under 12 is allowed aboard a motorboat or personal watercraft when not wearing a Coast Guard-approved life preserver.  Keep your children safe…MAKE them wear a life preserver while in or around the water and while riding on boats!

· Absolutely no guest boats shall be allowed on the lake.

OTHER

· All pets shall be in control by owners.

· Some lake owners do not live at the lake year-round and have no trash pick-up services.  So help out your gracious hosts and haul some of it home with you.

· Please be kind—rinse or brush the sand from your feet and elsewhere before entering the house.   And especially help the kids with this as well…thanks!    (
